












Pileated woodPecker
The largest of  Florida’s woodpeckers can be found near the big 
pines at the south end of  the Garden as well as in the Royal Palm 
Grove.  This woodpecker has a black body, white on its neck and 
under its wings, and a distinctive red crest.

Herons
At the stone bridge, look for great blue herons and little blue herons.  
These two species are tall, graceful wading birds that enjoy fishing 
in the Garden’s ponds and streams.  Great Blue Herons are grayish 
blue, while the smaller Little Blue Herons are a deeper shade of  
blue.

Belted kingFisHer
Also attracted to the Garden’s watery areas, Belted Kingfishers can 
be seen diving for minnows and small aquatic prey.  This medium-
sized, dark bird has a white band or belt around its neck with a 
sizable bill and head crest.

great Horned owl
Garden visitors in the late afternoon may hear the deep hoots of  
a resident Great Horned Owl.  The Great Horned Owl is the largest 
of  Florida’s owls and can be distinguished by its large size and 
prominent feather ear tufts.  Look for this nocturnal hunter resting 
high in the Garden’s taller trees.
